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RIVER LUNE

ACCESS BETWEEN RIGMADEN BRIDGE & KIRKBY LONSDALE
In 2001 the following arrangements were established for canoeing/kayaking between the metal bridge on the Rigmaden road (signposted Old Town – GR 616 848) and Kirkby Lonsdale.     Permission will be given subject to conditions listed below.

1.  Access will be only considered from November to March 

2.  There is a presumption against access being given on Saturdays as shooting often takes place close to the river.

3.  A maximum of 2 groups only in any 7 day period will be given permission to use the river.

4.  The maximum number allowed in any one group is 8 canoes or kayaks.

5.  All groups must be led by a qualified instructor and be part of a recognised Club or organisation that does not operate commercially.

6.  No access or egress to the river will be given on Estate land - landing only in an emergency. 

7. Canoeists will not be allowed to stop and play on the river.   

8. Groups must keep noise to a minimum at all times.  Shouting is prohibited unless in an emergency.

9.  Canoeists must obtain permission before embarking on any trip - 3 weeks notice is required.
10. Vehicles must display a note of permission.

11. If any group do not abide by these rules, they will not be given access at any time in the future.

12. Canoeists must not be accompanied by dogs.

The above is the policy from the Underley Estates manager and Rigmaden Estates.
